“Like Hunted Birds”: Greek Jews After the War

The Museum of Modern Greek Culture welcomes the Jewish Museum of Greece to
the Bathhouse of the Winds. In a venue historically connected with interfaith and
intercultural coexistence, the two museums reinforce the message of the cultural
affinity between Christians and Jews in Greece, through a concise presentation of
bathing-related objects from their collections and through the hosting of the
temporary exhibition of the Jewish Museum of Greece, “Like Hunted Birds”: Greek
Jews After the War.

The temporary exhibition “Like Hunted Birds”: Greek Jews After the War sheds light
on experiences of displacement, resettlement, and rebuilding that are closely
connected to our city. Like hunted birds searching for refuge, many Greek Jews found
protection in Athens during the Second World War. In the postwar period, significant
initiatives supporting reconstruction took place in the Greek capital. The Bathhouse of
the Winds, a site of coexistence among different religious and cultural traditions in the
heart of Athens, constitutes an ideal venue for hosting the exhibition of the Jewish
Museum of Greece. Moreover, the Museum of Modern Greek Culture is committed
to embracing every aspect of modern Greek history and memory.

It is worth noting that this the first time that an exhibition on this topic is staged in
Greece. It focuses on recent Greek-Jewish history and, more broadly, on the history of
postwar Greek society. The exhibition covers the initial years after World War Il up to
the late 1970s, a period that includes the reconstruction of the Greek Jewish
communities, the harsh civil war (1946-1949) and the post-civil war era, as well as the
restoration of democracy (1974). This period also encompasses the establishment of
the Jewish Museum of Greece (1977), a milestone in the emergence of Greek-Jewish
memory in the public sphere. The following indicative themes form the core of the
exhibition: the experiences of camp survivors and Jewish resistance fighters, the
dilemmas they faced, as well as new forms of internment.

The Jewish Museum of Greece’s initiative significantly enriches the public debate and
fosters mutual understanding and coexistence. It also reflects the sense of hope and
continuity after the destruction of the Holocaust. Overall, the project aims to offer the
public a glimpse into the multidimensional character of Greek Jews and thus challenge
stereotypical perceptions of it.
